General Expectations of Science Students
· It is expected that students be punctual (not late) and maintain a good attendance record.  

· If you are late for class, please walk in quietly without disrupting the class.   Pick up any handouts from the front of the class if this will not disrupt other students.   

· A note is required for any absences that occur on the date of a unit test or assignment due date.  Any quiz or unit test that is missed due to skipping will be given a mark of zero.

· Unit tests that are missed due to a legitimate absence will be written at a set date and time outside of class.  It is your responsibility to make up these major assessments.   
· It is important to maintain a good notebook and remain organized to avoid handing in late assignments.  Your notebook should be set up as follows:

1. Pages are to be placed in a 3-ring binder.

2. Separate each unit by a divider.

3. All pages are to be dated.

4. Keep lab reports, quizzes and tests for future reference (this is important for summative and exam preparation).   Place them in the appropriate location when they are returned.

5. A Unit Test will end each of the unit sections.

· You are expected to act safely and responsibly in the classroom and laboratory.   This includes wearing safety glasses. Failure to do so will result in the loss of laboratory privileges.

· Students may be charged up to 50% of the replacement cost for equipment damaged through carelessness.

· Laboratories are a significant part of this course and students are expected to be an active participant in these activities.

· Plagiarism is the CONSCIOUS us of a substantial amount of other people’s ideas without acknowledgement.  DO NOT copy directly from the internet or other students as this is considered plagiarism.   

· You are responsible for your own success in the course.  It is an expectation that you read the appropriate section in the textbook, complete all homework assignments and seek extra help from your peers or teacher should difficulties arises.
