Lab Criteria

Format:

· Includes a problem, hypothesis, materials, variables, method, observations, conclusion, and analysis.

· Titles are underlined.

· Items are in correct order.

· Report is word processed.

Hypothesis:

· Guess the outcome and write a statement for your prediction.

· Needs to include scientific background as a reason for your prediction.

· Should refer to the problem/question.

· Full sentences are used.

Observations:

· Includes a table for quantitative data.

· Includes a written description of the experiment

· May include a diagram.

· Includes answers to questions asked throughout the method.

· Full sentences are used.

Conclusion:

· Refers back to the problem.
· Refers back to the hypothesis and states whether the hypothesis was correct or not.
· Proof from the experiment is included in the conclusion.
· An explanation is given for the results.
· Full sentences are used.
Analysis:
· Answers questions in full sentences with examples from the real world.
