Exploring Good Sources of Information

1.
Go to www.delicious.com.  Create your account. Choose a username that would be 
appropriate for teachers, instructors, professors or employers to see.  Try to 

incorporate your first and last name if possible.
2.
Minimize delicious or have it as a tab so that it’s handy.  Later, you’ll be emailing your teacher the link to your delicious account.
3.
Go to www.cbc.ca and click on NEWS at the top left hand part of your screen.  Search the phrase Marriage Canada.  Scroll down and check out the articles on the first page.  What seems to be the current “hot topic” when it comes to marriage?
4.
Now, go back and search “marriage health”.    Click on the article  “Marriage Helps Physical, Mental Health” so that you have the whole text in front of you.  Copy the URL for the article.  Now, go back into your delicious 
account, and on the left you’ll see SAVE NEW BOOKMARK.  Do this, and paste the URL into the box provided.  Then, create three tags for this article (i.e. marriage, HHS, health, relationships, etc.).
5.
Now, read the article and summarize it (in YOUR OWN WORDS, of course) in the NOTES 
section of the delicious bookmark.  Make sure to explain where the information was obtained for writing this article.   If you close the bookmark, just go back into your delicious account.  Just under the title of the bookmark, you’ll see EDIT, DELETE, etc.  Click EDIT and you can add information to the notes. 
6.
Stay in the cbc news site, and search other key words that would have to do with family 
life.  Add two more cbc articles to your delicious bookmarks, and use three tags for each.  
You do NOT need to summarize these articles.
7.
Google The Globe and Mail.  Go into their website, and in the top right hand search engine, type parenting.  Scroll down and find the article “Why Sponge Bob is a Bad Influence”.  Read the article, and tell me why this article WOULD be a credible, reliable for your research paper.   Add this article to your bookmarks, tag it three times, and put the reasons it’s a good source in the NOTES section.
8.
Stay in the Globe and Mail website, and find two more articles that relate to family life 
and add them to your delicious bookmarks with three tags each.

9.
Go to www.vifamily.ca, which is the website for the Ottawa based Vanier Institute of the Family (you can google them too).  On the left, choose Research and Publications, then click on Publications.  Under the MAGAZINE heading, choose Transition Magazine, then choose in 2007 “The Stories We Tell”.  Once there, scroll down until you see a heading that starts with “Related Reports” and from that list, choose “Family Life and Work Life: An Uneasy Balance”.  Click this, and then, below the picture of the cover on the left, click on the PDF and open the article itself.  It’s very long, but you don’t need to read it all.

Save it as another bookmark in Delicious with three tags.  In the NOTES section, explain what makes this a trusted, reliable, source AND write three facts from the article IN YOUR OWN WORDS.

10.  
Go back to the list of Transitions articles.  Find one that has to do with older Canadians 
and save it in your delicious account with three tags.

11.  
O.K., last stop, I promise!  Go to www.statcan.gc.ca. You can also just google Statistics Canada.   Under INFORMATION FOR, on the left, click MEDIA, then on the left, click on THE DAILY ARCHIVES.  Once in there, search the word TEEN.  Consider three topics you could study about teens based on the list you see.  Now, choose one of the articles, save it as a new book mark in delicious with three tags. 

This time in the NOTES section, list the three topics you could study about teens.

12. 
 Last, while still in this website, search the word CHILDREN and repeat number 11.
