This course investigates the major trends in Western civilization and world history from the sixteenth-century to the present.  Students will learn about the interaction between the emerging West and other regions of the world and about the development of modern social, political and economic systems.  They will use critical-thinking and communication skills to investigate the historical roots of contemporary issues and present their conclusions.

What will you be expected to learn? (Key Learnings)

In this course, you will be expected to provide evidence that you can:

1. Assess cause and effect in understanding change and continuity (e.g. scientific innovation, chronology, enlightened thinkers, political and economic philosophies)

2. Analyse the impact of interactions among diverse people and cultures (e.g. beliefs, philosophies, artistic expression, citizenship and human rights)  

3. Evaluate the changing aspects of women’s economic, social and political lives, in western and non-western societies (e.g. property rights, gender roles, Sojourner Truths, National Action committee)

4. Evaluate the key factors that have led to conflict and war, and to co-operation and peace in the west and the world since the 16th century (e.g. Napoleonic wars, Russian Revolution, Suez Crisis)

5. Develop historical literacy (e.g. use historical inquiry process, think critically, use primary documents, communicate using a variety of styles and forms of expression)

You will be expected to demonstrate your understanding of these key learnings through your knowledge, thinking, communication and application of the learning.


How will you demonstrate your learning? (what you say, write and do)
