Course Description:

Visual Arts, Grade 11, Open Level (AWO 3O)
This course enables students to further develop their knowledge and skills in visual arts through experimenting with various printmaking media, including digital photography. Students will use the creative process to explore a wide range of themes through studio work in photography and printmaking, and possibly multimedia works, and works using emergent technologies. In addition, students will analyse art forms, share artistic ideas and increase their understanding of technical and stylistic qualities in photography and printmaking from various eras of history and various parts of the world. Students will use the critical analysis process when evaluating their own work and the work of others.

	Term work:

70% of your grade will be based on all of the evidence you have provided. It will reflect your most consistent level of achievement with special consideration given to more recent evidence.
	Knowledge and Understanding (K) 14%

Emphasizes the ability to recall factual information, recognize fundamental concepts and the foundational skills of the subject/discipline. Demonstrate understanding of elements of art, principles of design, and art history 

Thinking (T) 14%

Emphasizes the thinking skills used in thinking processes to demonstrate the student’s understanding of information they have processed. Using the critical analysis process.  Creation of original works and analysis of your own artwork and acknowledged artworks.

Communication (C) 21%

Emphasizes the clear, precise and effective use of oral, written and visual language to communicate the student’s understanding of information and ideas.  Express and organize ideas and information through the art form, and in oral and written forms.

Application (A) 21%

Emphasizes the application and integration of knowledge, skills, processes and techniques to produce evidence of the student’s understanding. Through the creative process, use materials and processes to create/produce art objects that express their chosen meaning or intent.
