This course enables students to further develop their technical skills, conceptual breadth and knowledge in visual art, focusing specifically on drawing and painting media. Students will use the creative process to explore a wide range of themes through studio work that will include drawing and painting in its many forms. Students will use the critical analysis process when evaluating their own work and the work of others.

There is no course fee, however each student must come to class every day with pencils, an eraser, a glue stick, coloured pencils, a ruler and a sketchbook.
What will you be expected to learn? (Key Learnings)

In this course, you will be expected to provide evidence that you can:

A. CREATING AND PRESENTING

A1. The Creative Process: apply the creative process to create a variety of art works, individually and/or collaboratively;

A2. The Elements and Principles of Design: apply elements and principles of design to create art works for the purpose of self-expression and to communicate ideas, information, and/or messages;

A3. Production and Presentation: produce art works, using a variety of media/materials and traditional and/or emerging technologies, tools, and techniques, and demonstrate an understanding of a variety of ways of presenting their works and the works of others. 

B. REFLECTING, RESPONDING, AND ANALYSING


B1. The Critical Analysis Process: demonstrate an understanding of the critical analysis process by examining, interpreting, evaluating, and reflecting on various art works;

B2. Art, Society, and Values: demonstrate an understanding of how art works reflect the societies in which they were created, and how they can affect personal values; 

B3. Connections Beyond the Classroom: demonstrate an understanding of the types of knowledge and skills developed in visual arts, and identify various opportunities related to visual arts.

C. FOUNDATIONS

C1. Terminology: demonstrate an understanding of, and use correct terminology when referring to, elements, principles, and other components related to visual arts;

C2. Conventions and Techniques: demonstrate an understanding of conventions and techniques used in the creation of visual art works;

C3. Responsible Practices: demonstrate an understanding of responsible practices in visual arts.
Evaluation:
Assessment for Learning:  The primary purpose of assessment is to improve student learning.  Teachers will provide students with descriptive feedback so that students, parents and teachers can monitor student progress towards the achievement of their specific learning goals.  Examples of assessment include early drafts, first tries, practice assignments, practice quizzes or tests, etc.

Evaluation -Assessment of Learning:The purpose of evaluation (assessment of learning) is to determine student achievement at a given point in time.  Teachers make judgments about student demonstrated knowledge and/or skills.  Report card grades will be based on a summary of data from evaluations.

	What is an idea reservoir and how can I use it as a source of imagery, ideas and inspiration in my artwork?
	· participate in weekly idea-generating activities in the form of synectic imagination actions, intending to develop a reservoir of images and ideas that may be drawn-upon for later artworks.

Observational Drawings 

	How can I translate exactly what I see onto paper? How can I train my brain to see objectively? How can I improve my drawing skills through practice and concentration?

	· throughout the course, at various intervals, in various ways, observational drawing of both the human figure (figure drawing) and inanimate objects (still life) will be explored;
· skills in rendering textures, depth and proportion will be developed.

Experimental Drawing


	What are some nontraditional methods of drawing? How can experimental drawing be used in an intriguing expressive and conceptual manner?

	· throughout the course, at various intervals, in various ways, experimental drawing techniques and approaches will be explored in depth;

· emphasis will be put on ‘working’ the pieces and developing strong compositional qualities;
· written reflections will accompany many of these exercises.

Colour Theory


	What is colour and how can colour be used to maximize its emotional and psychological impact?

	· exploration / review of colour mixing, relationships, qualities and expressive possibilities;

· technical exercises in paint;

· test on the theoretical content.

Experimental Paintings

	What are some nontraditional methods of painting? How can experimental painting be used in an intriguing expressive and conceptual manner?


	· study various methods of historical nontraditional painting;

· complete two paintings inspired by teacher-lead activities, displaying knowledge of colour theory and painting techniques;

· write reflections assessing the process and product.

Watercolour landscape painting

	How to make a successful watercolour painting, describing textures, depth and atmosphere?

	· learn about and practice watercolour techniques and methods;

· practice through a series of studies;

· create an observationally-based watercolour landscape painting;

· write a reflection assessing the process and product.

Ink wash
	What is ink wash? What are various ink wash techniques to describe surfaces and textures?
	· learn about and practice ink wash techniques;

· create a black and white ink wash observational drawing of a still life arrangement;

· write a reflection assessing the process and product.

Summative/ Final Performance Task:

Portfolio of work and final project (30% of overall mark)
	What have I learned in this course? How have I developed and improved? How can I creatively summarize my learnings in a final piece?


	· assemble a portfolio of your semester’s work, carefully laid out and labeled, including a self assessment and your Idea File; 

· final project: create either a large-scale drawing or a painting of your own design; 

· write a reflection on the process and product of the final work and your growth as an artist through the course.
