Content
- identify and focus on 3 or 4 key points in the chapter

- explain relevant details of the key points

- provide clear definitions of key terms

- stay close to the time limit outlined in your proposal

Presentation Skills
-speak to the class making eye contact with the audience (avoid reading from a piece of paper)

-audible volume and an appropriate tone for an information presentation

-clearly introduce your topic near the beginning of the presentation

-display your agenda, including your key points stated in general terms

-present key points in a logical and coherent order

-summarize the key points at the end of the presentation

-one class activity should enhance a deeper understanding of the topic by examining some aspect of the topic (one activity should not be just a review of the presentation)

Visual Aids
-visual aids should be clearly seen/legible from the back of the room

-perfect spelling and grammar

-if using Powerpoint:

avoid paragraphs and sentences, unless quoting a source

points should contain short phrases and act as signposts to what you are saying

avoid looking at the projector screen behind you

$ 
avoid over-using special effects

-any handouts should be word processed
