b) re-write your question in the form of a statement

i.e. Students who spend more than three hours per week doing extra-curricular activities have higher averages than those who do none.

c) Get your hypothesis approved by your teacher.

a) consider the advantages and disadvantages of each research method


b) determine how and when you will collect the data


c) hand in a proposal to your teacher.  Include the hypothesis and the
