· What field did your social scientist study?

· What are they well-known for?

· What type of research did they do?  Which method did they use?
· How did they compensate for participant observation, personal judgement, privacy, ethical issues, or other research concerns mentioned in class?

· What do you find most interesting about your social scientist?

Use your information from your notes, from your textbook, the Internet and books from the library to prepare your presentation.  Unless it comes from class, ALL information gathered MUST be cited or else it will be considered plagiarized and you will receive a zero on the assignment.

Requirements:

Your social scientist is on the run!

· You are to create a “WANTED” posted for your social scientist that incorporates the prompts/questions above on the poster.  The poster will include valuable information and a summary of your presentation, while at the same time being creative and engaging to the eye.  We will have the posters up in the class.

· Find photos of your social scientist in the field if possible, otherwise just portraits, as visual representation.  

· Consider the use of Bristol boards or overheads for your presentation (I can put your work on overheads for you).  We will NOT be using PowerPoint for this presentation (technology is a little unpredictable and we have a lot of presentations to go through).

· Review your rubric BEFORE starting!
