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Objectives:
· to create video art from a song, story, poem, rap or recitation

· to learn how to make graphics for video

· to develop group production skills

Procedure:

In small groups you will plan and produce a short animated video using a video camera, tripod, and physical props such as title cards, paper drawings, Lego, action figures, toy vehicles or modeling clay.

You will be introduced to animation techniques, and then find a subject to build your video around.   You will create a storyboard or script to plan and describe the flow of you story.   Once you have created the necessary plans you will then produce it.

Proper camera techniques , including the use of cameras and lighting will be introduced so that you may record your images to video tape.

1. Chose a song, story, poem, rap or recitation that you will use for your video.  Your teacher must approve it before you begin.  Some suggestions:  The owl and the Pussycat, Clementine, I’ve been working on the railroad, John Browns Body, This Land is Your Land, Grandfathers clock, and other folk tales and camp type songs.

2. Rehearse the audio portion of your piece.

3. Number the individual lines or segments and choose the words or phrases you plan to illustrate, and determine how much time you need to show them (in seconds).  Create a script or storyboard illustrating your story and the images you plan to use.  Have it approved by your instructor.

4. Create your sets, props, backgrounds and illustrations.

5. Record your images and audio script onto your videotape.  Consider how to set up the camera and sets in case it will take several days to complete your recording.  Do a practice recording first to test the timing in order to create a more realistic final presentation.

6. Evaluation/screening:  When complete you will view the projects and compare them with the project requirements handed out by the teacher.  Suggest how they could be improved by commenting on planning, story selection, materials used, recording techniques, editing and successful achievement of the requirements.

Evaluation:

Pre-production Planning and script/storyboard creation: You will be evaluated based on your ability to think through, and account for all the elements of the production.

Video Production:  This evaluation will be based on how well you use your knowledge of the tools and equipment to meet the teachers requirements.  Some items include camera shots and angles, story length and timing of images, construction of sets and props, and safe setup and use of the equipment and facilities.

Creativity:  How able are you to develop creative solutions to the requirement of producing a video.  It will be based on factors such as effective story selection, detailed materials and storyboards, choice of effective props, and careful putting together of the story.
